October 8, 2019

A Regular Meeting of the Piscataway Township Council was held on October 8,
2019 at the Piscataway Municipal Building, 455 Hoes Lane, Piscataway, New Jersey.
The meeting was called to order by Council President, Frank Uhrin, at 7:30 pm.

Mr. Uhrin made the following Statement, in compliance with the Open Public
