May 2, 2024

A Regular Meeting of the Piscataway Township Council was held on May 2, 2024
at ’cheT Piscataway Municipal Building, 455 Hoes Lane, Piscataway, New Jersey. The
meeting was called to order by Council President Cahill at 7:30 p.m.

Ms. Cahill made the following Statement, in compliance with the Open Public
Meetings Act: Adequate notice of this meeting has been provided as required under
Chapter 231, P.L. 1975, specifying the time, date, location, login, or dial-in information,
and, to the extent known, the agenda by posting a copy of the notice on the Municipal
Building, Municipal Court and the two Municipal Library Bulletin Boards, Municipal
Webssite, providing a copy to the official newspapers of the Township and by filing a
copy in the office of the Township Clerk in accordance with a certification by the Clerk
which will be entered in the minutes.

property owner wished to build nearly 300 condos as well as over 103,000 square feet

of retail/commercial space; and
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WHEREAS, the high-density mixed-use development would have brought overi
1,200 car trips to the Property on a daily basis and increased the student population in
the Township schools which would have placed a strain on Piscataway roads and the
school system; and

WHEREAS, the Township denied the application to construct the high-density
mixed-use development and after litigation filed by the property owner, the parties
settled on a lower density development; and

WHEREAS, the property owner determined it was not economically feasible to o
construct the reduced density mixed use development at the Property and applied to
build a warehouse at the Property, which would have a substantially reduce affect on
Piscataway roads and would provide additional revenue to the school system without
adding any additional students to the school system; and

WHEREAS, in addition to the BOE President filing the lawsuit against the
Township, other BOE members have made critiques of the Township regarding the
alleged proximity of the development to a local school; and

WHEREAS, though the BOE members have expressed their opposition to the
development of the warehouse, the BOE subsequently approved the opening of a |
daycare located proximate to another warehouse in the Township; and [

WHEREAS, the Township wishes to have clarity as to whether the BOE will tal’<e
advantage of the benefits of development of the Property, which will bring increased [
revenue for the BOE without additional costs: and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Council of the
Township of Piscataway, requests that the Township of Piscataway Board of Education
confirm to the Township that the Board of Education intends to accept the additional tax .
revenue from the Property once the development is complete; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Township Clerk shall send a copy of this
Resolution to each Township of Piscataway Board of Education member.
