Attorney: Bob Smith & Associates

Bob smith, attorney, is here to represent the applicant. He is here to represent the property that is located at 31 Gordon Road. He states that they are here because they are getting new tenants in the building; so this is an opportunity to bring them in front of the Board to make sure everything on the property is up to code and adequate. This site will remain the way it was, they would just like to add a dust collector and an emergency generator for the new tenant. Mr. Smith states that they are here for site plan approval and for some bulk variances which he believes have been approved before. 
Mr. Smith states that the bulk variances are side yard setback in which 25 feet is required and 24.7 feet is existing. He believes that the building has had prior approval since the building is existing, but they can’t find any proof of that. There are 53 parking spaces where 95 spaces are required; all existing conditions. Stall size 9 x 18, 8 x 18, 10 ½ x 16; the standard in Piscataway is 9 x 18. In reference to loading spaces, the ordinance requires 12 feet by 50 feet, where we have 13 feet by 45 feet, existing which requires a variance. They are not seeking one of the original variances requested which is for a freestanding sign setback. They will actually will do without the freestanding sign and use the existing sign which does not require relief. 
There are not any past records, but these variances are all existing. Mr. Smith has two witnesses; one is Elizabeth Forsyth who runs the operation and the other is Scott Turner from Menlo Engineering. Ms. Forsyth is sworn in; she is currently consulting for LFO and will be their partners and general manager. She has been working in the cosmetic industry for over 25 years. LFO is the contract purchaser on the property and are hopefully closing next week. They are not proposing any changes to the building besides the dust collector and the generator. 
Ms. Forsyth states that she believes that there is justification for the parking variance; there will only be approximately 20 to 25 office employees. They will be hiring temp services which either shuttle or bus the employees in when needed. They have contacted and have proposals from several temp agencies in the area. This is extremely standard in this type of business. Mr. Smith states at the most, there will only be 25 parking spaces used. Councilwoman Cahill would like to know exactly what type of business; it is manufacturing and distributing of cosmetics. Ms. Cahill would also like to know more about the ride-share. Ms. Forsyth states that the temp agencies provide transportation for most of the employees and the train station is very close for anyone commuting. Public portion open/closed.
Mr. Smith calls Scott Turner; he is sworn in to testify as a professional engineer and is accepted by the Board. Mr. Turner states that the property is located at 31 Gordon, it is in a LI-1 zoning district and is permitted in the zone. There is a single point of egress and ingress from the site into the parking area. There is currently an existing pad as well and would like to use it for garbage and refuse; plan marked as A-1, minor site plan, prepared by Menlo Engineering. Mr. Turner states that all utilities are present on the site. Landscaping has been reviewed and enhanced as necessary as part of the staff report. The site is surrounded by other commercial and industrial uses. Utilizing the existing site with a permitted use and add a concrete pad for the generator; the size is not yet known. 
They are also adding a concrete pad for the new dust collector system which will be located in the southern side of the building but towards the rear of the building. Mr. Turner states that there is an existing loading dock on the southern side of the building near where the new concrete pad will be placed. The generator is hopefully be tucked into the corner of the building located on the southern side of the building. The use is permitted and there has been testimony as to the parking variance needed. Mr. Turner states that there has also been testimony as to the bulk variances that are needed at this site. 
Mr. Turner states that as per Mr. Hinterstein’s request for parking, the smaller spaces that are existing will be assigned for smaller, compact vehicles only. He states that in reference to the freestanding sign, the sign is 60 feet from the property line and will just be refaced. Mr. Nelson asks if that is a monument sign; yes it is. Mr. Turner states that the sign is about 12 feet high and is square.
Mr. Smith would like to address the professional reports. He asks Mr. Turner if he had a chance to review the report by the Division of Planning & Engineering dated March 28, 2018; yes he has. Mr. Smith states that all of the comments on report, items 1 thru 10, will be agreed to; Mr. Turner agrees. As per number 11 on the report, in reference to garbage and refuse, the dumpster enclosures will be will be screened in and fenced in on the site. Mr. Smith states that #12, Middlesex County, they have a response in the file.
Mr. Smith states that the report from CME Associates is very thorough. Mr. Van den Kooy states that most of the issues has been discussed and resolved during testimony. Mr. Van den Kooy would like to know if there is any plan for now or the future to store any chemicals outside; no there is not. He has no further issues or comments. Ms. Corcoran would like to know in reference to the generator, it will conform with the accessory structure setbacks; Mr. Turner says yes it will. Ms. Corcoran asks if he knows the height of the proposed dust collector. Mr. Turner states that it is approximately 18 feet in height but will not be any taller than the existing building. 
Mr. Espinosa would like to know if there is any discharge from the generator and how often is it tested. Mr. Turner states that it is tested once a month. The generator will be hooked up to some source of power while it is being tested. Mr. Carlton asks how far are any residential areas from this site. Mr. Turner states that there are not any residential homes any where near this area. Chairperson Smith opens it up to the public; portion closed. 
Mr. Smith states that they ask for the Board to approve the application. Mayor Wahler would like to remind the Board that prior to this application, it was Tron cosmetic facility. 
MOTION was made by Councilwoman Cahill to Approve the application; Ms. Corcoran seconded the motion.  ROLL CALL:  Mayor Wahler, Councilwoman Cahill, Carol Saunders, Dawn Corcoran-Gardella, Rev. Kenney, Mr. Carlton and Chairperson Smith voted yes on the motion.

Mr. Smith asks the Board if they would be able to adopt the resolution this evening so the tenant may be able to start their permitting process. Mr. Nelson states that there is a draft resolution in everyone’s packets and will be adopted at the end of the meeting.

DISCUSSION:


PROPOSAL TO AUTHORIZE THE ASSISTANT TOWNSHIP ATTORNEY, TO COORDINATE AN IN NEED OF REDEVELOPMENT STUDY AND, IF APPROPRIATE, A REDEVELOPMENT PLAN, INCLUDING THE RETENTION OF PROFESSIONAL PLANNING SERVICES FOR BLOCK 4503, LOTS 1.03; COMMONLY KNOWN AS 151 OLD NEW BRUNSWICK ROAD.

Mr. Nelson states that as we have done recently, we would be authorizing James Clarkin III to enter into an agreement on behalf of the Board to retain the services of a professional planner for an in need study. It would be for the SS White company which is located at 151 Old New Brunswick Road in Piscataway; the intersection of South Randolphville Road and Old New Brunswick. This would be a motion to authorize Mr. Clarkin III to retain services. 
MOTION was made by Paul Carlton to Approve the authorization of James F. Clarkin, III; Vice-Chairman Kenney seconded the motion.  ROLL CALL:  Mayor Wahler, Councilwoman Cahill, Carol Saunders, Dawn Corcoran-Gardella, Rev. Kenney, Mr. Carlton and Chairperson Smith voted yes on the motion.

Mr. Nelson states that he has drafted a resolution for the authorization of Mr. Clarkin which could be found in the Board’s packets; we can adopt this resolution and move on to the next discussion item. 

MOTION was made by Carol Saunders to Adopt the resolution to delegate the authority to James Clarkin, III, for block 4503, lot 1.03; Chairperson Smith seconded the motion.  ROLL CALL:  Mayor Wahler, Councilwoman Cahill, Carol Saunders, Dawn Corcoran-Gardella, Rev. Kenney, Mr. Carlton and Chairperson Smith voted yes on the motion.
12. DISCUSSION:


WHETHER THE PROPERTY DESIGNATED AS BLOCK 4503, LOT 1.03, ON THE 
PISCATAWAY TOWNSHIP TAX MAP, BEING COMMONLY KNOWN AS 151 OLD 
NEW BRUNSWICK ROAD, MEETS THE CRITERIA TO BE DETERMINED AN AREA 


IN NEED OF REDEVELOPMENT.

Mr. Nelson states that there is a study in the Board’s packet in reference to block 4503, lot 1.03 as an area to be determined as an area in need of redevelopment. 

Mr. James Clakin, IV, will be putting up testimony for this study. Mr. Clarkin states that he prepared the in need study for block 4503, lot 1.03, also known as 151 Old New Brunswick Road. They are looking at this as a non-condemnation area in need of redevelopment. As with all in need studies that come here before the Board, he looks at number of things including tax maps, the Master Plan, zoning, existing conditions, aerial photographs, etc. He then takes that information and presents the study to the Board for their determination.
Mr. Clarkin states that he did a study on February 23, 2018 in reference to the site. He took photographs of the site and they can be found in the end of his report if the Board would like to review them. He states that the property is on the intersection of South Randolphville Road and Old New Brunswick Road. Ferraro Foods is to the east and across the street is Hoffman equipment and the property is off 287, exit 7. 

Access for the site is currently off of Old New Brunswick Road, he counted approximately 160 spaces currently; it was hard to count since a lot of the lines on the site have faded. There are about 4 loading docks, in which 2 of them are proper height for loading but the other 2 docks are more of a garage that you can just drive in at grade. The current owner for the property is SS White Technologies; they previously used the property for manufacturing facility. They did gear boxes, shafts and casing and then sold these products to aerospace industrial and medical fields. 
Mr. Clarkin states that unfortunately over the past two years, they have decided to relocate their operation.
As you can see in the photos, there is not any manufacturing equipment inside of the building and hasn’t been used for manufacturing for some time now. It seems that it was a planned move and there is some minimal staffing there now just to keep the building maintained until they can sell the facility. He states that there is no use on site right now. It is 6.88 acres in total, the building is 88,500 square feet and approximately 35 feet in height. The building was constructed in 1968 and looking at aerial photos there doesn’t seem to have been improved much over the years. 

The property is currently located in the LI-5 Zone district. In terms of environmental conditions, according to the NJDEP database, there are two concerns on the property. The property is on the States list, but it appears remediation took place and was completed based on NJDEP records. They received a RAO, which is a remedial action letter that states that it was done. Finally, on the photo on page 6 of his study, it shows a light blue area. There are wetlands indicated in the photo on the southwestern corner of the property; the natural topography of the property may steer runoff into this area creating a wetland but this should not affect any potential redevelopment of the site. 
Mr. Clarkin states as to surrounding land uses, to the west is Atlantic Detroit Diesel-Allison which manufactures generators that are used for emergency situations and other uses. Also, across the street there is the Karczynski site which this Board has already given approval for approximately 600 apartments with retail and office space which is already under construction. On page 7 of the study it lists the current permitted uses in the LI-5 Zone in which the SS White building fits into. 
From a Master Plan perspective, there is a provision in there that specifically talks about older sections of the Township. Mr. Clarkin states that if you stick with the southwest corner where the Hoffman Equipment and Atlantic are, those were all built in the 60’s; between 1964 & 1969 and not much has changed since then. He believes that part of the Master Plan can apply and makes it appropriate to study this site since it has been 50 years and can benefit from redevelopment. He believes the in need study is consistent with the Master Plan. 
As required by law, you have to review the state area planning law; the State Plan Policy Map classifies all of Piscataway Township as a Planning Area 1 (PA-1) that definitely promotes redevelopment. 
Mr. Clarkin states that he will now go over the statutory criteria in his report. He reviewed inside and outside of the property and there is no equipment there, just a blank floor. There is an office area which has been almost completely vacated and a mezzanine area that still has some gym equipment in there. The use that was there has been ceased for some time. For this reason, it meets the criteria “b” which states that the discontinuance of the use of buildings previously used for commercial, manufacturing or industrial purposes or the abandonment of such buildings. Mr. Clarkin therefore believes that block 4503, lot 1.03 meets criteria “b” for the discontinuance of the manufacturing use that was on the site and also that SS White does not have any plans on moving back since they moved their operation to Florida.
Second is the “d” criteria in which by reason of dilapidation, obsolescence, faulty arrangement or design, he believes this criteria fits also. In Mr. Clarkin’s opinion, it is obsolete and faultily arranged. He discussed how it was built back in 1968 and not much has been done or improved since then. Because of the relocation and since it seems to have been planned, there has not been any updates to current manufacturing codes or modern standards of today. This creates a situation where a lot of upgrades are needed on the site for anyone to move in. He states that the roof has not been replaced since the building was built, the stormwater drains have fallen off and it all needs to be updated. It did come to his attention that the electrical needs an entire upgrade also just to bring that up to code. Parking, circulation and lighting would all have to be brought up to ADA codes. These things to happen over time and there would have to be a substantial investment needed to be able to make this site work again. With that, he believes it meets the “d” criteria where the site has deteriorated and will continue to deteriorate over time.
In conclusion, Mr. Clarkin feels that this site meets the “b” and “d” criteria of the local redevelopment and housing law. Without any incentive it can be difficult to make this happen and redevelop the site. Based on the fact that you only need one of the criteria to deem it an area in need of redevelopment.
Councilwoman Cahill asks Mr. Clarkin about the staff that is still in the building. He states that when he did his walkthrough there was one employee that is there for maintenance. The owner was aware that Mr. Clarkin would be in the building and the employee is the one who let him in. Councilwoman Cahill asks how long has SS White been out of there. Mr. Clarkin states that it is his understanding that they fully moved about a year ago but they started the transition two years ago. Mayor Wahler states that he believes the company moved down to the Tampa Bay area in Florida because of their aerospace clients. Mr. Clarkin believes that once the property is sold, the last employee will be leaving the property.
Councilwoman Cahill asks about the contaminated area and the letter in which Mr. Clarkin discussed about the remediation of the site. Mr. Clarkin states that DEP has a large database about any property that has gone in remediation but does not have the letter on him. That would have to be part of the due diligence of the new developer if they decide to develop the site. They are able to remediate the site while people are still working there. 
Public Portion: Dean Barcelona, he is the vice-president and general manager of Ferraro Foods. He states that they have been a good neighbor in Piscataway since 2001 and received notice about this hearing. The building is simply a warehouse use and operation and SS White has been there in Piscataway as long as his company has. He is here to voice an interest in the facility. They are not a stranger in redeveloping properties and doesn’t know if the Board is aware that the site used to be the National American Can Company and was quite an albatross to the community and area. They put up the current facility that is there now and employ over 300 people at this site. He has an interest in having a continued dialog with the company across the street. Public portion closed by Chairperson Smith.
MOTION was made by Councilwoman Cahill to accept the study for an area in need of redevelopment for block 4503, lot 1.03; seconded by Dawn Corcoran  ROLL CALL:  Mayor Wahler, Councilwoman Cahill, Dawn Corcoran-Gardella,  Rev. Kenney, Paul Carlton, Carol Saunders and Chairperson Smith voted yes on the motion. 
Chris Nelson states that in anticipation of the approval, there is a resolution in the Board’s packets to be adopted. 

MOTION was made by Paul Carlton to memorialize the Resolution for block 4503, lot 1.03 as an area in need; seconded by Chairperson Smith.  ROLL CALL:  Mayor Wahler, Dawn Corcoran-Gardella, Councilwoman Cahill, Rev. Kenney, Paul Carlton, Carol Saunders and Chairperson Smith voted yes on the motion.

DISCUSSION:  


FOR BLOCK 5501, LOT 10.01 & 10.013, ALSO KNOWN AS 30 & 50 SEELEY AVENUE, FOR A REDEVELOPMENT PLAN.

Mr. James F. Clarkin, IV, PP, is here to present the redevelopment plan. He states that they were here about a month ago for the in-need study for the above mentioned property at Seeley Avenue. It is in the back corner of  Centennial Square Mall tucked in between Rt. 287, Stelton Road and Seeley Avenue; the old Fromm Electric Company site. Since that time, Council has deemed that area as an area in need of redevelopment. Mr. Clarkin has prepared a redevelopment plan for the Board this evening.
He states that the proposal and the possible permitted uses for this is actually a unique mix of uses that you probably won’t see everyday but they actually do exist in some places in New Jersey. It is a hotel and a full service car wash use. They are not in the same building, but they are connected through circulation on the site. They felt that it fit nicely into the Centennial Square Mall area and that is what they are looking for in land use for the area. The property is currently placed in the SC Zone (shopping center) and this redevelopment would be an overlay zone to add permitted uses to the SC Zone. 
Mr. Clarkin states that on page 4 of his report, it breaks down the bulk requirements and uses for the SC Zone. On page 5 of the report it states the plans, goals and objectives with land use requirements specific to this study area. First to create land use requirements specific to the Seeley Avenue redevelopment area that effectuate the development of vacant and underutilized parcels and buildings in such a way that improves the area and potentially benefits the Township. Possible benefits are tax ratables, economic and socially viable uses for the Township residents. It is basically trying to reverse the current conditions that are on site to a more beneficial situation.
Moving on to page 7 of the report, Mr. Clarkin states that hotels and full service car washes will be a permitted use. Also a permitted conditional use are restaurants which can only operate within the hotel. There are the accessory structures which are pretty typical for a hotel use which are pools, outdoor dining or beer garden, conference rooms, recreation facilities for hotel guests and electrical charging stations at the car wash. Under the bulk requirement chart on page 7, there are separate standards for the hotel and the car was even though they will be on the same property without a lot line. Basically it will split the property right in half when they develop the hotel and the car wash. 
There will be plenty of space in between the two uses. The maximum height for the hotel will be 75 feet and the maximum height for the carwash will be 35 feet. They have the same impervious coverage requirements and minimum floor area as well. Mr. Clarkin believes the only accessory structures for the 
car wash will be a kiosk when you go through the facility. In terms of circulation, there will be ingress and egress for each use with a total of four (4) curb cuts for the site. 
There will be a six foot wide side walk in front along the entire Seeley Avenue frontage of the redevelopment area. The circulation will connect the properties. The circulation that is envisioned for the car wash is one access lane to the car wash, one way only, which then goes into six lanes.  The hotel will be the typical egress and ingress with parking for the use. Conflicts between pedestrians and vehicles should be minimized to the extent possible via crosswalks or a change in material within the roadway.

Mr. Clarkin states that in reference to open space, there is a small wetland area near Stelton Road that he believes will not be touched at all by the redevelopment but they would have to deal with all of the State standards within that area. They do plan on having recreational facilities for the hotel guests which would include a pool and a basketball court. 
On page 10 of the report are the parking requirements for the plan. For each use, starting with the hotel, they need to provide one parking space per hotel room and one space per four seats of meeting space. The restaurant space that will be included in the hotel is one space for every 2.5 seats which is pretty typical of a restaurant use. The car wash itself will have one space per employee, maybe 15 employees maximum, and a maximum of 75 temporary spaces to be used by patrons for vacuuming and other miscellaneous uses. There will be banked parking spaces to be shared if needed. 
Signage is also on page 10 of the report. Monument signs shall be no more than 15’ in height, 100 square feet in size and a 10 foot setback from the right of way. Mr. Clarkin states that the directional signs are a little larger than normal so these directional signs also include the way to find the car wash itself. Building monument signs can be no more than 160 square feet and freestanding signs may not exceed 250 square feet on each side and be no more than 60 feet in height. He states that it does seem very large and big, but there will be a free standing sign facing route 287 that will have to be above the tree line. Mr. Nelson asks how it compares to either the Centennial Square Mall sign or signs on the South Plainfield side. Mr. Clarkin states that the sign at the Radisson Hotel is approximately 175 square feet which is a bit smaller than this sign and the signs at the mall are smaller also. The monument signs that will be on the hotel will be in line and approximately the same size as what is in the mall.
Mr. Clarkin states that in reference to the lighting and landscaping, he left it pretty open and put in the basics, this is Henry Hintersteins area of expertise. The plan is consistent with the Town’s Master Plan and the in need study of the site. There is no Municipalities within 200 feet of the site and even if there was, the uses on that side of South Plainfield are very similar to this. This concludes Mr. Clarkin’s presentation.  
Someone asks how far the car wash and the hotel be from each other. Mr. Clarkin states approximately 100 feet; the car wash being closer to WalMart and the hotel being closer to Stelton Road. Councilwoman Cahilll asks if right now they are just looking at these two uses; Mr. Clarkin agrees. She would like to know the size of the hotel; Mr. Clarkin did not state how large the hotel will be but states that probably close to 100 rooms. The amount of rooms will impact the parking calculations and will be brought up during site plan. There will be four (4) curb cuts and the hotel will likely be 7 stories in height. 
Chairwoman Smith asks if there are any other questions from the Board; there are not. Public portion open/closed. Mr. Nelson states that on page 14 in reference to duration. There has been redevelopments before and haven’t gone anywhere. He believes there should be further discussion about the duration of time and what will kick in the time of the clock running. They should discuss it will Mr. Clarkin and the developer and have that discussion. They will differ that to our next meeting and memorialize that in one 

shot. Mayor Wahler states that there have been some issues in which Council has adopted the redevelopment plan and for some reason or another, there was some technical snag as some of these site, no fault to the developer or the governing body, but the clock is ticking. He states that we need to protect the Town and the developer if there is no fault of either. Mr. Nelson with check with the Township attorney to see if there is a way to do this. They need a motion to adopt the redevelopment plan.
