Attorney:  Bob Smith & Associates 

Bob Smith, attorney, is here to represent the applicant. He states that he is here tonight representing MSN, 20 Duke Road; the parcel is just over 15 acres in Piscataway. It is a pharmaceutical, manufacturing and distribution facility. This was previously approved as 17-PB-34 last year. Mr. Smith states that they had a thorough review of last year’s application and have advertised for existing conditions and prior approvals to be on the conservative side. They are here because MSN is adding an inside mezzanine; no matter what you use it for; it is considered square footage and changes the parking calculations. 
When their application was heard in 2017 they explained their parking needs and the Board was kind enough to grant a parking variance. They are not changing an ounce of paint, a tree, a parking stall or curb, there is nothing proposed to be changed to the exterior of the building. The reason they are here tonight is for a parking variance since the mezzanine space requires a different parking calculation. Mr. Smith states that the parking is 402 which was approved in the last application, the requirement with the mezzanine is now 738 spaces. 
He has three witnesses this evening; Mr. Sivakumar Chinniah who is the president of MSN, Mr. Greg Oman from Menlo Engineering and their architect if needed. Mr. Chinniah is sworn in to testify. He states that he is the president of MSN Pharmaceuticals Incorporation; they are currently in the process of going forward with the renovations of the site in reference to the approvals that they received last year. Mr. Smith states that last year they testified as to the amount of employees that he would hopefully have once the maximum growth of the business occurred over the next five years; it was around 400 employees. They are not expecting that at this time. Mr. Chinniah states that they are gong to place air handlers and people who support the process, other items and some administrative offices for the supporting staff. Mr. Smith states that maximum utilization after all is said and done is 300 people, Mr. Chinniah agrees. 
Chairperson Smith asks Mr. Chinniah how many employees do they have at this time; he states only five since they are just starting the renovations. The research should start in December and by June or July of next year the manufacturing will start and by the end of next year they should have about 100 people. The 300 people that they are talking about is five (5) years from now. They are very confident that the amount of parking spaces on site is enough for the maximum employees that they will have. Public portion opened/closed. 

Mr. Smith states that they would like to call Greg Oman, President and owner of Menlo Engineering; he is sworn in to testify. Mr. Oman states that from the outside they are doing nothing. The only change to the 

inside from the 2017 approval is to the inside adding the mezzanine. Mr. Smith states they have been waived by MCPB. Mr. Oman states that they are adding approximately 34,000 square feet of mezzanine area; they have submitted an updated zoning chart showing the changes to the parking. He states that the proposed 402 parking spaces are more than enough for the anticipated 300 employees within the next five years. Mr. Van Den Kooy asks about the ADA required parking spaces; Mr. Oman states that they were provided in the last application and they will be on the western side of the front door. Mr. Van Den Kooy asks about the traffic on Duke Road and Freeway Ride. Mr. Oman states that along Duke Roadthat is where the majority of your car traffic is going to be and Freeway is where you will have the heavier truck traffic. Chairperson Smith opens it up to the public/closed.
Mr. Smith states that he received the zoning permit from Ms. Corcoran and the planners report from CME Associates. He states that being on the conservative side, he did notice for all of the variances stated on the reports even though they have been approved at the previous hearing; he reads off all of the variances that have already been approved to the Board. He would appreciate if the Board went forward to approve the prior bulks as well. Mr. Carlton asks if there is any land banking available. Mr. Nelson states that they have already done that and there is no more room to add any additional parking spaces. Chairperson Smith states that she needs a motion from the Board and also states that all prior approvals are part of the motion.
MOTION was made by Councilwoman Cahill to Approve the application 18-PB-18/19V; Ms. Corcoran seconded the motion.  ROLL CALL:  Mayor Wahler, Councilwoman Cahill, Carol Saunders, Dawn Corcoran-Gardella, Rev. Kenney, Mr. Carlton and Chairperson Smith voted yes on the motion.

Mr. Smith would like to know if the Board could adopt the resolution this evening since MSN is trying very hard to get their operation on the way. Mr. Nelson states that in anticipation of the very minor change that has taken place, he does have a draft resolution for the Board to review. The resolutions are adopted at the end of the hearing; Mr. Smith thanks the Board.

Mr. Nelson states that there is a new redevelopment proposal that last night the Council acted to authorize a study to determine if the property at 88 Centennial Avenue, which is the corner of Centennial and River Road, is an area in need of redevelopment. If so, they would like the Board to proceed as it has done in the past to do the in need study. The Council has already authorized CME Associates to do the in need study and if necessary the redevelopment plan itself. Mr. Nelson would like to reaffirm Council’s decision to appoint CME Associates.   
MOTION was made by Rev. Henry Kenney to Approve the authorization of CME Associates; Mr. Carlton seconded the motion.  ROLL CALL:  Mayor Wahler, Councilwoman Cahill, Carol Saunders, Dawn Corcoran-Gardella, Rev. Kenney, Mr. Carlton and Chairperson Smith voted yes on the motion.

Mr. Nelson states that he does have a resolution to memorialize this action in everyone packets for review.
MOTION was made by Carol Saunders to memorialize the resolution authorizing CME Associates to conduct for Block 6703, Lot 8, for an area in need study and redevelopment if applicable; Chairperson Smith seconded the motion.
