Mr. & Mrs. Patel, the applicants, are both sworn in to testify on their own behalf. Mrs. Patel states that they would like to put up a second story addition to their existing home. Mr. Kinneally asks if they had a chance to review Mr. Hinterstein’s staff report dated January 12th; yes they have. They will be removing the fence that is in the site triangle. Mr. Hinterstein states that they basically have to get the fence out of the site triangle; he also suggests that they remove all of the slats that are in the fence because if you start doing every other one, the rest will start to come out as well. If they want they can either do the slats, or they can take it down completely and put up a different type of fence. 
Mr. Hinterstein would also like put on record that the numbers on the plan were not accurate; he would like to know how many sheds are currently on the property. Mrs. Patel states that they had two sheds when they bought the house but now there is only one. Mr. Hinterstein states that they just need to update the survey with the current conditions and the current numbers; a revised plan is necessary. The coverage is ok, just the numbers are wrong. Mr. Kinnealy states that there is another variance required for lot area; 10,000 is required where there is 8,047.
