VARIANCES REQUIRED:

21-501 Required – 25 foot rear yard setback

Proposed – 16 foot rear yard setback (deck)
21-601 Required – no open space, municipal drainage way, right-of-way or easement contiguous to any building shall be encroached upon or reduced in any manner

Proposed- a portion of the deck is located within the municipal easement





Action to be taken prior to March 16, 2018

Hector Rosado, the applicant, 24 Pittsburg Avenue, is sworn in to testify. He is the contractor and would like to build a deck in the back yard of Mr. Thakor Patel’s home; 12’ x 20’. The deck would go over the easement and that is why they are here. Mr. Kinneally would like the homeowner sworn in also. Thakor Patel, the home owner, is sworn in to testify. He states that he hired Mr. Rosado to build the deck.
Mr. Kinneally states to Mr. Patel that he is aware that if the Township needs access to the easement, it is up of the homeowner to be responsible at his own cost to do so; Mr. Patel agrees. There is a metal framed structure with fabric in the yard also. Mr. Kinneally states that on Mr. Hinterstein’s report 
dated January 22, 2018, paragraph #3. Either the structure has to be removed or he can get a building permit to keep it; the applicant agrees to take it down. They also agree to Mr. Hinterstein’s report and will reduce the deck to 10’ x 20’. New drawings will be submitted. Public portion opened/closed.
