Action to be taken prior to May 16, 2018
Kathy Hering, Engineer and Planner, is sworn in to testify for the applicants. Ms. Hering states that the applicants were in front of the Board three years ago with their original applicantion to do an addition to their house for required bulk variances. As part of that application, they also proposed to construct a new garage on their property. During the course of construction and renovations to their house, they went significantly over the budget that they anticipated. Once they started doing the demolition and reconstruction on the home, it proved to be a lot more extensive than they originally anticipated.
Ms. Hering states that at this point, they are looking to have the application amended to remove the new garage from the plans and keep the existing garage. The applicant’s will be keeping and maintaining the original garage, but the issue is the existing garage is only 3.1 feet off of the property line where there is a 8 foot setback required for an accessory building. In order for the existing garage to remain, they would need a bulk variance as well as the amendment to the original application.
Mr. Kinneally asked Ms. Hering if they received a copy of Mr. Hinterstein’s report; they have. Ms. Hering states that she would like to ask Mr. Hinterstein a few things in reference to his report. She asks Mr. Hinterstein, with respect to the dilapidated conditions he refers to in his report, the applicant’s have since painted the garage to the original red brick and also the existing roof is a blend of brick red and gray. Mr. Hinterstein states that he remembers, beyond the exterior of the garage, it looked like there was some structural issues; it is going back a couple of years but it did look like the garage was falling down. 
Ms. Hering states that they have repaired it since then. She states that she had explained to Irina and Alex (the applicants) that since they were not going to construct a new garage, that the old one had to be repaired. At the beginning of the construction process, they had not done any repairs on the garage since they thought they were going to put up a new one; but now that they know they are keeping it, they have done the repairs on it. 
The applicant’s have replaced the garage door and the man door, the roof of the garage is in good shape and there is no leaking. They have also installed new posts and new beams in the garage. Mr. Hinterstein states that as long as the garage is structurally sound, he doesn’t have any issues. He would like the garage inspected by the building department to make sure that it is structurally sound. Once they get they ok from the inspector, they can obtain their CO.

Ms. Hering states that as part of the original applications, they had to replace some of the curbing and sidewalks and since the new garage was part of the original resolution, they can not have the remainder of their bond released since that condition has not been met. They will work with the building department to get the inspections and then they can request the release of funds. The County letter is not required for this application. Public portion open/closed.
