Attorney: Robert Zullo

Robert Zullo, attorney, is here to represent the applicant. Mr. Zullo states that the applicant is seeking four (4) bulk variances; three (3) of which are existing and one which will be proved. They are front 

yard, rear yard, side yard and lot coverage. The property is currently vacant and was acquired through a forclosure; it is in disrepair and is functionally obsolete. Mr. Zullo states that the existing front yard setback is 9.8 feet from the property line and they are proposing 17.9 feet so therefore the front yard setback violation will be reduced by approximately 50% by the demolition of the porch which is in the Sherman front yard. There is another front yard since the property is a corner lot which is on Dryden Street and the setback there is 32.5 feet. The side yard setback there is 8 feet where 10 feet is required. 
Mr. Zullo states that the property fronts on Dryden Street and on Sherman, results in the hardship of having two front yards which would make the lot undevelopable. The other variance required is for coverage, maximum building coverage where 20 % is required and they are proposing 25.16 % in the R-10 Zone. Part of that is because of the plan to connect the existing detached garage to the existing residence. The application was deemed complete on March 6, 2018 and the Board has received proof of notice. 
Mr. Zullo states that there is no exacerbation of the setback deficiencies and the front yard setback violation along Sherman will be reduced. The applicant will comply with all of the items set forth in the site impact memorandum as a condition of approval; dated March 9, 2018 by Dawn Corcoran.
Mr. Chadwick states that he doesn’t usually review minor bulk variance applications, but he did discuss this application with Ms. Corcoran since Mr. Hinterstein was not able to come to the hearing. Mr. Chadwick states that he agrees with the comments; these variances are deminimus and/or are being reduced. There is a site that is a derelict site so this will balance it out.
Chairman Bleich asks the Board if there are any comments or questions from the Board; there are none. Public portion open/closed. 
MOTION was made by Mr. Cahill to Approve the application, second by Mrs. Keimel. ROLL CALL VOTE:  Mr. Cahill, Mrs. Keimel, Mr. Tillery, Mr. Nolan and Chairman Bleich voted yes on the motion.
