Mr. Kline will move the equipment so it is not in the 10 foot setback. The reason that they did that was for aesthetic reasons but they will move it. 
Mr. Cahill states that if they are willing to move the equipment the Board will be in favor of the application. Mr. Kline states that he can but his wife won’t be happy. Public portion open/closed.
