Christian Oehm, Attorney, is here to represent the applicant. Mr. Oehm states that they are here asking for the approval for a C variance at the property located at 1214 Brookside Road. Mr. Steinmetz (owner) plans on making some renovations to the existing structure; specifically what he would like to do is add a garage over the existing driveway, put a deck on the back and go up a story. He would also 

like to include a front porch on the home. Mr. Oehm states that the existing property is in a R-10 zone and pre-dates the existing zoning plan. It is a non-conforming lot with the front yard encroaching in the front yard setback. Mr. Steinmetz proposal would not really change the foot print of the existing structure as it is presently, it would add a garage but will have sufficient setback to the side yards. It would not in any way change the present width or the frontage of the property and it would have a minimal impact on the present setback from the road as it stands. 
Mr. Oehm states that they have reviewed the staff report and Mr. Steinmetz has spoken with his architect and they will be willing and able to comply with the changes requested in paragraph 1 and 2 in the report. The garage door states 9 feet, one said 10 feet, they will update that on their plans. Mr. Hinterstein has requested some further revisions to the garage and the porch; basically moving it back so there will be less of an impact of the front yard setback. 
Mr. Kinneally states that the current setback to the house is 23 feet. Mr. Menachem Steinmetz, NY, the owner is sworn in to testify. They would not be bumping out the front, the only thing that they would be doing is adding a porch. Mr. Kinneally states that you are looking at a setback of already 23 where 35 feet is required in that zone. Mr. Hinterstein states that if this engineering plan is correct, it appears to be 26.6 currently, not including the existing porch which doesn’t count as part of the setback. Mr. Steinmetz states that the 23.7 feet will be the new setback; the architect added a closet in the front which extends about a foot and a half to two feet. Mr. Hinterstein states that the problem is when they submitted the application they did not include the porch which has a cover on it. If you have a stoop with steps that is not covered, it doesn’t go towards the setback, but there is a cover on this porch so it needs to be included in the setback. 

Basically they are at 26.6, a 4 foot porch would bring them to 22.6 feet. Mr. Hinterstein states that is here they need to be. The problem is if there is a porch with steps, the steps are also included in the setback which would bring the setback into the teens. Is there anyway that they can take off the cover over the porch, keep the bump-out for the closets, and have just an open porch so it wouldn’t go towards the setback. They will then be at 24.6 foot setback for the house with a 4 or 5 foot porch. Mr. Hinterstein thinks this would be the optimal solution where the Board could probably look at that favorably. He states that they would be a small A-frame over the garage for aesthetics as long as it’s not over 18 inches it would count towards the setback requirement. Mr. Oehm states that they can do that. Public Portion open/closed.
